Book reviews, puzzles and fine photography contribute to the appeal of Southern Maine’s 
most popular seasonal publication. 

How and where is the Tourist News delivered?
The Tourist News is distributed free by a professional delivery service (Spofford News) at more than 
450 locations in Portlnad, Saco, Biddeford, Old Orchard Beach, Kennebunkport, Cape Porpoise, 
Biddeford Pool, Kennebunk, Wells, Ogunquit, York, Kittery and Portsmouth, New Hampshire. 
Delivery sites include motels, inns, hotels, campgrounds, restaurants, galleries, museums, retail 
shops, convenience stores and supermarkets, chambers of commerce, visitor centers and Maine 
Tourism information centers. New delivery sites are always welcome. Call or e-mail us if you would 
like to be added to the list; please tell us how many copies you would like delivered and what months 
you are open.

How many copies are printed?
Our summer circulation is 17,000 copies weekly. Spring and fall circulation is 14,000. For the annual 
Holiday issue, which goes to press the week before Thanksgiving, 22,000 copies are printed; distribu-
tion of that issue is spread out over a six-week period from mid-November through December.

Where and when is it printed?
The Tourist News is printed by the Seacoast Media Group  in Portsmouth, New Hampshire. TN goes 
to press at noon on Monday. Delivery begins on Monday evening and is completed by Tuesday. The 
issue date is always Thursday of that week.

What is the deadline for advertising?
For most issues, the ad deadline is MONDAY, 12 NOON, 11 days before each issue date. Please see
